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Gene Billings Remembered
Every day in so many ways we are confronted by choices.
Some are simple choices, others more momentous and
some even turn the direction of our lives. Gene Billings was
confronted with just such a choice not too many years ago
upon his retirement afler a long and prosperous career with
Travelers Insurance Company. Like so many recent retiries,
Gene could have sat back, picked up the TV remote, and
settled into the whirl and wonder ofdaytime television from
tlre comfort of his living room.

Luckily for us, Gene chose nothing of the sort. Instead,
he began an ever increasing involvement in birding and
environmenal activities which led to his second and equally
rewarding career as an avid birder, author, and activist.

Gene's birding became his passion and then his avoca-
tion as this active and energetic man quickly immersed
himself in a host of ornithological and environmental
activities. His initial work on raptor migration and ecology
culminated in his first book, "Finding Birds of Prey in
Connecticut" which was published in 1987. In this 450 page
book illustrated by Julie Zickefoose, Gene carefully and
tlroroughly documents the life history of each raptor
species that occurs in Connecticut and also provided many
locales throughout the state where each of these species
may be found. In a second. and equally lengthy tome, Cene
authored with Dave Rosgen a state birding guide entitled
"Bird Finding in ('onnecticut." ln this book. Gene docu-
mented the habitats and species that could be found in
hundreds of birding localities throughout the state. As if all
this were not enough for several post-retirement careers,
Gene was also treasurer of the Nature Conservancy and a

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The Connecticut Christ-
mas Bird Counts: Centen-
nial Outweighs
Millennial
by Steven Broker

Those who are looking forward to Y2K as a time of great
personal and historical significance could do well to read
Stephen Jay Gould's book, Questioning the Millennium
(Harmony Books 1997).  Gould wri tes in this quick reading
and interesting book about calendrics, astronomy, and
history, and he raises serious questions about how an
arbitrarily chosen time period of 1000 years, with no basis
in nature and a totally fuzzy start time, can have a precise
finish time such as January l, 2000 or January l, 2001 . The
book deals successfully with human cultures, social status,
apocalyptic beliefs, changing definitions for millennium,
natural cycles, attempts to describe the future, present-day
measurement and counting, changing understandings of
the age of the earth, calendars, and calendar revisions,
arbitrary solutions to unresolvable conflicts, and popular
culture. Along the way, Gould notes that nature has given
us only three primary cycles: days (which we calibrate

Day held at White Memorial in Litchfield on September
l 8th. We had really wonderful leaders with a diverse variety
ofopportunities forpeople ofallages and birding ability. 66
people came out in spite of the uncertainty of Floyd's path
(76 had registered). The high pressure system that kept
Floyd at bay produced many good birds for us and provided
lorgeous crisp and clear weather. The day's species tally
was 61, including l2 warbler species, 3 different vireos,
and 4 kinds of swallows as well as Bald Eagle, Osprey, and
an early movement of White-throated Sparrows.

The Peregrine's Recovery
by Roland Clement

Many of you read that Interior Secretary Babbitt went to
Boise. ldaho on August 2l to declare officially that one of
our noblest birds, tlre Peregrine Falcon, had now recovered
sufficiently to be removed from the Endangered Species list
to which i t  was consigned in 1970.

In the interim. over 6000 young falcons were produced
in a captive propagation program initiated by Torn Cade of
Cornell University, and released to the wild to restore the
wild population decimated by the introduction ofDDTafter
World War I I .  From a nat ion-wide low of 159 known
nesting pairs in 1975, there are now more than 1650 nesting
pairs in the U.S.. and more in Canada. The restoration
program is now lroused at the World Center for Birds of
Prey in Boise. The Center is now restoring California
Condors and preparing to do the same for the Harpy Eagle
of tropical  America.

Along with t l re restorat ion of the Bald Eagle. also
delisted as endangered a month or so earlier. this is a great
conservation victory. Mr"rch was learned about falcons in
the process. For example, young birds restored to the wild
without the protection of paren-ts were subject to heavy
predation by Great Horned Owls, so the recovery teams
"hacked" young birds on city skyscrapers, where there are
few owls and abundant food in the form of pigeons and
starlings. Another happy by product of the program is that
falconers learned to produce birds for themselves.

Part of the fun of being at the celebration party in Boise
was the opportllnity to visit with scores of co-workers who
had helped initiate and maintain the recovery program since
the early | 970s. A lthough tlrere were only three of us from
New England. two British co-workers came, and local
citizens swelled attendance at this major event to nearly one
thousand people. What a weekend!
